  Residents Council convenes at 
         The Children©s Home 

Lessons in government come to life at The Children©s 
Home Board Room after school on Wednesdays. The 
Home has activated the Residents Council – an 
organization of twelve residents with at least two 
representatives from every cottage.  Meeting agendas 
cover a range of topics from academic support, mentoring 
new residents, to privileges and sanctions.  The Council 
members discuss ways to effectively strengthen their 
community on campus and enhance their daily lives.  
Positive interaction between residents promotes a 
tremendous opportunity for social growth. 
 
Council members are elected by their peers through a 
formal campus-wide election. Typically, members serve an 
average of six months.  Each member is encouraged to 
build support systems with open communications to 
positively impact the Home’s community of 82 children 
and youth. Under the leadership of Yvette Lucas, members 
are learning to follow Robert’s Rules of Order.  Minutes 
are recorded and members are expected to report on the 
progress of their cottage and campus assignments. 
 
Residents Council members are learning essential life 
skills on how to resolve disagreements, effectively 
negotiate, and become advocates for themselves and their 
peers.  Staff members value their growing partnership with 
the Council.  Staff and Council members consult each 
other as needed to reach equitable solutions for the entire 
campus community.  As a result of innovative thinking 
and consultation, the Council recently approved the 
creation of a Lost & Found program for residents.

During the first year, the Center and 
associate program has provided intensive clinical services to over seventy-
five children.   
 
There are weekly clinical and life skills groups, psychological and 
psychiatric services and individual clinical services, as well as a variety of 
activities to encourage appropriate social skills. The facility is multi-faceted 
in its approach to assessment, early identification and prevention, providing 
crisis intervention, and serves as a resource for emergency and transitional 
placement.  Educational assessment and a Type III school support the 
children’s academic needs while in residence.

As we embark upon many challenges facing our 
displaced youth and foster families, it is most 
important that we continue to strive for excellence in 
all aspects of the youth’s life.  Over the course of 12 
years, The Children’s Home Treatment Foster Care 
Program has served well over 100 children.  Most 
have returned home to their family of origin and 
others to a community based environment (i.e. 
Independent Living, College, etc).   
 
Many have maintained a relationship with the foster 
family and/or Parent Supervisor.  Maintaining a 
relationship is hard for most people and even harder 
for most foster care children. However, this 
interaction is symbolic of what family is for many of 
the youth who have received services with our 
agency.    
 
As we prepare for continued economic instability 
over the next several months, we are mindful that we 
can create stability for the youth by providing them 
with a sense of security and a safe refuge.   
 

 

Some of our Treatment Foster Parents do not 
have a permanent child in their home, but have 
been very supportive in assisting the agency with 
providing respite care to the youth and families 
that require and/or request this service due to 
“ just needing a break”  and/or crisis situation.  
Without these parents, youth could be at risk for 
another out-of-home placement.  Whenever 
possible, use of respite is planned. 
 
The staff of The Children’s Home Treatment 
Foster Care Program would like to thank each 
and every foster parent, past and present, for their 
dedication and commitment to children and 
families.  Without, you, our world would not be a 
safe haven for many of our children.
